It means we live in righteousness and are saved from death.
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Proverbs 10:2
10:2. Treasures of wickedness profit nothing, But righteousness delivers from death.

Becoming the priests and kings.2.
Luke 5:10
5:10. and so also were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon,
"Do not be afraid. From now on you will catch men."

Becoming the priest and kings means we become the instrument of righteousness and slave of righteousness.

Romans 6:13-14
